 The ticks are here! And now it is that time 

of year again where you must check your dog 

for ticks. Ticks can cause various illnesses, 

including lymes disease and ehrlichia. If you 

spot a tick on your dog, here is a safe way to 

remove it. Using the tweezers, grasp the tick 

as close to the dogsõ skin as possible and this 

process is over.  pull outwards in a steady 

motion. Be sure that the all parts of the tick 

have been removed, or your dog may still con-

tract a tick -borne illness. Praise your pet 

How to Safely Handle Ticks  

Once this process is over.   

It is important that your pet wears a flea/

tick product, such as Frontline. Frontline 

should be applied once a month. Please con-
